Directions to Camp:
Highway #11 to Regina Beach 
turn off. Turn North on Highway 
#54 toward Regina Beach. Turn 
East on grid road leading to the 
Village of Lumsden Beach (5 km 
before reaching Regina Beach). 
Continue through the Village of 
Lumsden Beach. Once inside the 
camp gate continue along lower 
road. (Keep right.)

Camp Programs
Our programs are planned to meet the spiritual, emotional, 
and physical needs of our campers. A full camp day includes 
a balance of active and passive activities within a Christian 
context. 

Indoor Activities:  A large recreation hall is the place 
to be on a rainy day, carnival time or to make crafts. The camp also 
has an activity centre for additional indoor activities.

Outdoor Activities:  Everyone enjoys our heated 
pool. There is a sand volleyball court, archery range, ball diamond, 
canoes, playground, overnight campout spots and cookout pits. The 
lake and beaver pond provide the opportunity for excellent canoeing. 
We also have a beautiful campfire area, a small outdoor chapel 
surrounded by trees, and a peaceful location for our labyrinth.

Staff
Great care is taken in choosing our staff in order to ensure the safety 
and well-being of all our campers. The staff are qualified, dedicated, 
responsible, well trained and enthusiastic. Our staff are chosen for 
their leadership ability, skill in caring for children, and  experience in 
camp activities. Staff applications are available at your local United 
Church or on the website. 

Volunteers
Volunteers are a vital part of our camping program. Volunteers are 
needed to lead crafts, lead Spiritual Care Time, assist in the kitchen, 
provide childcare for under-age campers, assist with maintenance 
and provide medical care. 
Volunteers receive a camper fee discount for their child or grandchild. 
You do not need to volunteer at the same camp your child/grandchild 
is attending. Pick up a volunteer application from your local United 
Church or from our website.

Rentals & Day Camps
Lumsden Beach Camp offers its site to rental groups during the spring 
and fall. If your group needs an affordable facility to hold a retreat, 
scout/guide camp, or outdoor school, contact our rentals person for 
details. We also offer day and overnight programs for school groups 
during the month of June. These programs are conducted by our 
senior staff and can be designed to meet the specific needs of your 
group.
